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FOREWORD

Plastic products have become an integral part of our daily life as a basic need. Plastic
products are being produced on a massive scale worldwide. Broad range of application of
plastic is in packaging films, wrapping materials, shopping and garbage bags, fluid
containers, clothing, toys, household and industrial products, and building materials. It is a
fact that plastic don't degrade easily and remain on landscape for several years and their
indiscriminate use and littering is harmful for the environment. Littering of plastic can be
even more devastating for the fragile ecosystem of the Himalayas.

The Government of Himachal Pradesh enacted Himachal Pradesh Non-Biodegradable
Garbage (Control) Act, in year 1995, to deal with the menace of plastic and other non-
biodegradable material. In order to achieve the objectives of clean and Healthy Himachal,
the Department of Environment, Science & Technology, Government of Himachal Pradesh
issued various notification from time to time to prohibit indiscriminate use and littering of
plastic waste. Use of plastic carry bags, thermocol cups and plates, etc. has been totally
banned in the State. The State is also conducting Information, Education and
Communication (IEC) activities to spread awareness about the harmful impact of plastic
waste, and encourage citizens to stop using plastic products especially plastic carry bags and
thermocol cutlery.

The Department of Environment, Science & Technology has compiled Acts, Rules &
Notifications issued by the State Government from time to time to stop/prohibit the
indiscriminate use & littering of plastic waste for its effective management. This compilation
will act as a guiding tool for numerous stakeholders viz. Government Officials,
Academicians, Administrators, Research Scholars, Students Professor and Industrialists, etc.,
particularly for those who wish to access Rules/Regulation/Notifications related to plastic
waste management.

AUTHORITATIVE ENGLISH TEXT
Act No. 15 of 1995.
THE HIMACHAL PRADESH NON-BIODEGRADABLE

GARBAGE (CONTROL) ACT, 1995
(AS ASSENTED TO BY THE GOVERNOR ON 20™ DECEMBER, 1995)
AN
ACT
to prevent throwing or depositing non-biodegradable garbage in public drains, roads and places open to public
view “and to regulate the use of non-biodegradable material” in the State of Himachal Pradesh and for matters
connected therewith or incidental thereto.

BE it enacted by the Legislative Assembly of Himachal Pradesh in the Forty-sixth Year of the-
Republic of India, as follows:-

1. Short title, extent and commencement.-(1) This Act may be called the Himachal

Pradesh Non-Biodegradable Garbage (Control) Act, 1995.

(2) It extends to the whole of Himachal Pradesh.

(3) It shall come into force on such date as the State Government may, by notification,
appoint and different dates may be appointed for different areas.

2. Definitions. - In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires-

(a) "biodegradable garbage" means the garbage or waste material capable of being
destroyed by the action of living beings;

(aa) “competent authority” means any authority, officer or person appointed by
the State Government, by notification, for enforcement of any of the
provisions of this Act;

(b) "house gully" means a passage or strip of land constructed, set apart or utilized for the
purpose of serving as or carrying a drain or affording access to the latrine, urinal,
cesspool or other receptacle for filth or other polluted matter, by persons employed in
the clearing thereof or in the removal of such matter therefrom;

(c) "local authority" means a Municipal Corporation, a Municipal Council, a Nagar
Panchayat, a Cantonment Board, a Zila Parishad, a Panchayat Samiti or a Gram
Panchayat constituted, or continued, under any law for the time being in force;

(d) "market" includes any place where persons assemble for exposing for sale, meat, fish,
fruits, vegetables, food or any other articles for human use or consumption with or
without the consent of the owner of such place, notwithstanding that there may be
no common regulation for the concourse of the buyers and the sellers and whether or
not any control is exercised over the business of, or the person frequenting the
market by the owner of the place or by any other persons;

(e) “ non-biodegradable garbage” means the waste garbage made of non-biodegradable
material; and

(ee) “non-biodegradable material” means the material which cannot be
decomposed or degraded by action of micro-organisms, sunlight or other
natural actions and includes goods made or manufactured from polythene,
nylon or other plastic substances such as Poly-vinyl-carbohydrates (P.V.C.),
poly-propylene and polystyrene specified in the Schedule to this Act;” and

(f) "occupier" includes-

(i) any person who for the time being is paying or is liable to pay to the owner the rent
or any portion of the rent of the land or building in respect of which such rent is paid
or is payable;

(i) an owner in occupation of or otherwise using his land or building;

(iii)a rent free tenant of any land or building; and

|ll
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(iv) any person who is liable to pay to the owner damages for the use and occupation of
any land or building;

(g) "owner" includes a person who for the time being is receiving or is entitled to receive,
the rent of any land or building, whether on his own account or on account of himself
and others or as an agent, trustee, guardian or receiver for any other or who should so
receive the rent or be entitled to receive it if the land or building or part thereof were
let to a tenant;

(h) "place" means any land or building or part of a building and includes the garden, ground
and out-houses, if any, pertaining to a building or part of a building;

(i) "place open to public view" includes any private place or building, monument, fence or
balcony visible to a person being in, or passing along, any public place;

(j) "prescribed" means prescribed by rules made-under this Act;

(k) "Public Analyst" means the person appointed or recognised to be the Government
Analyst, in relation to any environmental laboratory established or recognised in the
State, under the provisions of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986); and

() "public place" means any place which is open to use and enjoyment of the public
whether it is actually used or enjoyed by the public or not and includes a road, street,
market, house-gully or way, whether a thoroughfare or not, and landing place to which
public are granted access or have a right to resort or over which they have a right to
pass.

Prohibition to throw degradable garbage in public drains and sewage.-(1) No person, by

himself or through another, shall, knowingly or otherwise throw or cause to be thrown in any

drain, ventilation shaft, pipe and fittings, connected with the private or public drainage works,
any non-biodegradable garbage or any biodegradable garbage in a non-biodegradable bag or
container likely to-
i. injure the drainage and sewage system;
ii.interfere with the free flow or affect the treatment and disposal of drain and sewage
contents; and
iii.be dangerous or cause a nuisance or be prejudicial to public health.

(2) No person shall, knowingly or otherwise, place or permit to be placed, except in
accordance with such procedure and after complying with such safeguards as may be
prescribed, any biodegradable or non-biodegradable garbage in any public place or in a
place open to public view, unless-

a) the garbage is placed in a garbage receptacle; or
b) the garbage is deposited in a location designated, by a local authority having
jurisdiction on an area for the disposal of the garbage.

3- A Restriction or prohibition on use of certain things manufactured from non-

biodegradable material.- (1) The State Government may, by notification, impose
restriction or prohibition on the use of non-biodegradable material within the State of
Himachal Pradesh, which is contrary to the norms as the State Government may, by
notification, specify.
(2) The State Government may impose requirements on manufacturers, distributors
and other persons, who produce or handle commodities, with respect to the type, size,
labelling and composition of packaging with respect to its use and disposal including
standards or norms for material degradability and re-cyclability.

4. Provision for placement of receptacles and places for deposit of non-biodegradable
garbage.-It shall be the duty of the local authority, or any officer authorised by it, to-

(a) place or provide or place in proper and convenient situation public receptacles, depots
or places for temporary deposit or collection of non-biodegradable garbage;

(b) provide separate dustbins for temporary deposit of non-biodegradable garbage other
than those kept and maintained for deposit of biodegradable garbage;
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(c) provide for the removal of contents of receptacles, deposit and of the accumulation at
all places provided or appointed by it under clause (a) of this section; and
(d) arrange for recycling of the non-biodegradable garbage collected under this Act.

5. Duty of owners and occupiers to collect and deposit non-biodegradable garbage etc. - It
shall be the duty of the owners and occupiers of all lands and buildings-

a) to collect or to cause to be collected from their respective land and buildings the
non-biodegradable garbage and to deposit, or cause to be deposited, in public
receptacles, deposits, or places provided for temporary deposits or collection of the
non -biodegradable garbage by the local authority in the area;

b) to provide separate receptacles or dustbins, other than those kept and maintained
for deposit of bio-degradable garbage, of the type and in the manner prescribed by
the local authority or its officers for collection therein of all the non-biodegradable
waste from such land and building and to keep such receptacles/dustbins in good
condition and repair.

6. Power of local authority or competent authority for removal of non-biodegradable
garbage or non-biodegradable material.-The local authority or the competent authority
may, after giving notice in writing to the owner or occupier or part-owner, or person
claiming to be the owner or part-owner of any land or building, which has become a place
of unauthorised stacking or deposit of non-biodegradable garbage or non-biodegradable
material which is likely to occasion a nuisance or is likely to injure the drainage and sewage
system or is likely to be dangerous to life and health, remove or cause to be removed the
said garbage or material so stacked or collected, or take such steps as it may think
necessary, and dispose of the said garbage or material at the cost of such person in the
manner as provided under sub-section (5) of section 7-A of this Act”.

7. Studies, research and support programme. - The State Government may-

a) undertake studies to determine the composition of bio-degradable or non-
biodegradable garbage;

b) establish measures to conduct or support research or programmes to encourage
source reduction, re-use and recycling for waste;

c) conduct or support studies to determine the social and economic feasibility of
household and other solid waste separation schemes, including studies of the type
and amount of recyclable materials in solid wastes ;

d) encourage local authorities in the State to provide readily accessible solid waste
collection depots for residents who are not provided with regular garbage pick up;

e) undertake and encourage, local authorities and other persons to implement policies
to recycle waste materials, to promote energy conservation and to purchase
products made from recyclable materials;

f) conduct and support research on recycling including information on operating
recycling business and market information on recyclables ;

g) conduct or support research on waste management and recycling, for use in
educating the public, local authorities, institutions and industry; and

7-A. Power of entry and inspection. - (1) Subject to the provisions of this section, any
person empowered by the State Government, by notification in this behalf, shall have a
right to enter, at all reasonable times with such assistance as he considers necessary, any
place-

(a) for the purpose of performing any of the functions entrusted to him by the State
Government; or

(b) for the purpose of determining whether and if so in what manner, any such
functions are to be performed or whether any provisions of this Act or the rules
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made thereunder or any notice, order or direction served, made or, given under this
Act is being or has been complied with; or

(c) for the purpose of examining any record, register, document or any other material
object or for conducting a search of any building in which he has reason to believe
that an offence under this Act or the rules made thereunder has been or is being or
is about to be committed and for seizing such record, register, document or other
material object if he has reasons to believe that it may furnish evidence of the
commission of an offence punishable under this Act or the rules made thereunder.

(2) Every person handling any non-biodegradable material or non-biodegradable garbage
shall be bound to render all assistance to the person empowered under sub-section (1)
for carrying out the functions under that sub-section and if be fails to do so without any
reasonable cause or excuse, he shall be liable to be punished under this Act.

(3) If any person wilfully delays or obstructs any person empowered under sub-section (1),
in the performance of his functions, he shall be liable to be punished under this Act.

(4) The provisions of Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973, shall, so far as may be, apply to any
search or seizure under this section as they apply to any search or seizure made under
the authority of a warrant issued under section 94 of the said Code.

(5) Any non-biodegradable garbage or non-biodegradable material seized under this
section shall be disposed of in the manner as the State Government may, by
notification, specify.

. Penalties.- (1) Whoever is guilty of any act or intentional omission in Contravention of
any of the provisions of this Act, or of any rules, notification or order made, issued or given
under this Act, shall be punishable with imprisonment for a term which may extend to
three months or with fine which may extend to rupees twenty five thousand, or with both.
(2) Whoever having been convicted of an offence under this Act is again convicted of

any offence under this Act shall be punishable with double the penalty provided for
the latter offence.

(3) Whoever in any manner aids, abets or is accessory to the commission of an offence
under this Act shall on conviction 'be punished with imprisonment prescribed for the
offence.

. Offences by Companies.-(1) If the person committing any offence punishable under this
Act is a Company, every person who, at the time of the commission of the offence, was
incharge of, and responsible to the Company for the conduct of the business of the
Company, as well as the Company shall be deemed to be guilty of the offence and shall be
liable to be proceeded against and punished accordingly:

Provided that nothing contained in this sub-section shall render any such
person liable to any punishment provided in this Act, if he proves that the offence was
committed without his knowledge or that he exercised all due diligence to prevent the
commission of the offence.

(2)  Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-section (1), where an offence under this
Act has been committed by a Company and it is provided that the offence has been
committed with the consent or connivance of, or is attributable to any gross
negligence on the part of any director, manager, secretary or other officer of the
Company, such director., manager, secretary or other officer shall also be deemed to
be guilty of that offence and shall be liable to be proceeded against and punished
accordingly.

Explanation.-For the purposes of this section-
(a) "Company" means any body corporate and includes a firm or other association of
individuals; and
(b) "Director" in relation to a, firm means a partner in the firm.
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10.0ffences to be tried summarily.-All offences under the Act shall be tried in a summary way
by a Judicial Magistrate of the First Class and the provisions of sections 262 to 265 (both
inclusive) of the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973 (2 of 1974) shall, as far as may be, apply
to such trials.

11.Compounding of offences.-

(1) Any offence punishable under this Act may, before the institution of the prosecution,
be compounded by such officer as may be authorised by the State Government in this
behalf, on payment, for credit to the State Government, of such sum as the State
Government may, by notification, specify.

(2) Where any offence has been compounded under sub-section (1), no proceeding shall
be taken against the offender, in respect of the offence as compounded, and the
offender, if in custody, shall be discharged.

12.Directions by the State Government.-The local authority, competent authority or any
other person shall carry out such directions as may be issued to it, from time to time, by
the State Government for the efficient administration of this Act.

13.Power to amend Schedule.-(I) Where it is expedient to do so, the State Government may,
in the public interest and in consultation with the Public Analyst, by notification in the
Official Gazette, add to, or omit from the Schedule any item of non-biodegradable waste
and thereafter the Schedule shall be deemed to be amended accordingly.
(2) Every notification under sub-section (1) shall be laid, as soon as may be, after it is made,
before the State Legislative Assembly.

14.Power to delegate.-The State Government may, by order published in the Official Gazette
direct that any power exercisable by it under this Act (not including the power to make
rules under section 17) may also be exercised, in such cases as may be specified in the
order, by such officer or authority, as my be specified therein.

15.Protection of action taken in good faith.-No suit, prosecution or other legal proceedings
shall lie against the State Government or the local authority or competent authority or any
officer or other employees of the State Government or of the local authority of any other
person authorised by the State Government, for anything which is in good faith done or
intended to be done under this Act or the rules made thereunder.

16.0ther laws not affected. - The provisions of this Act are in addition to, and not in
derogation of the provisions of any other law for the time being in force.

17.Power to make rules.-

1) The State Government may subject to the condition of previous publication, make
rules for the purposes of carrying out of the provisions of this Act.

2) Every rule made by the State Government under this Act shall be laid as soon as may
be, after it is made before the State Legislative Assembly, while it is in session, for a
total period of fourteen days which may comprise in one session or in two or more
successive sessions, and if, before the expiry of the session in which it is so laid or
the successive sessions aforesaid the Assembly agrees, in making any modification
in the rule or decides that the rule should not be made, the rule shall thereafter
have the effect only in such modified form or be of no effect, as the case may be, so,
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however, that any such modification or annulment shall be without prejudice to the
validity of anything previously done under that rule.

A (10)-4/92.-In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 17 of the
Himachal Pradesh, Non-Biodegradable Garbage (Control) Act, 1995 (Act No. 15 of 1995), the
Governor of Himachal Pradesh is pleased to make the following rules, the same having been
previously published in the Rajpatra, Himachal Pradesh, (Extra-ordinary), dated the 18th
July, 1996 vide notification of even number dated 17-7-1996, namely:-

1. Short title and commencement. (1) These rules, may be called the Himachal Pradesh
Non-biodegradable Garbage (Control) Rules, 1996.
(2) These shall come into force from such date as the State Government may, by
notification, appoint.
2. Definitions (1) In these rules, unless the context otherwise require,-
(a) "Act" means the Himachal Pradesh Non-Biodegradable Garbage (Control) Act,
1995.
(b) "Bio-medical/clinical waste" means the waste generated in the hospitals,
dispensaries, private clinics, Laboratories and slaughter houses and shall include:-
(i) human or animal anatomical wastes;
(ii) blood, body fluids and blood soacked bandages;
(iii) microbiological wastes;
(iv) discarded medicines;
(v) disposables, wastes sharps (needles, syringes, scapels, blades);
(vi) highly infections wastes;
(vii)  slaughter house wastes;
(viii)  Incineration wastes (ash from incineration of any bio-medical waste);
(ix) bio-technological waste;

(c) "Garbage Management Committee" means the garbage/waste management
committee constituted under rule 4 of these rules.

(d) "Garbage Management Zone" means the Zone constituted under rule 3;

(e) "Section" means the section of the Act; and

(f) "State Government" means the Government of Himachal Pradesh

(2) All other words and expressions used in these Rules but not defined therein shall
have the same meanings as have been assigned to them under the Act.

3. Garbage Management Zone.-(1) For the garbage clearance, scavenging and cleaning
the local authority shall divide the area, falling within its territorial jurisdiction, into
garbage collection/waste management zone.

(2) Every Garbage Management Zone set up under sub-rule (1) shall be under the
charge of a Sanitary Inspector (by whatever name called) and a Sanitary Inspector
may hold charge of one or more such zones.

4, Garbage/Waste Management Committee.(1) To assist and devise the means for the
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efficient collection and disposal of the garbage in a Garbage Management Zone,
setup under sub-rule (1) of rule 3, a Garbage Management Committee shall be
constituted and it shall comprise of :-

(a) the public representative of the area in the local body concerned;

(b) two responsible persons of the locality nominated by the local body:

(c) the Sanitary Inspector of the area.

(2)  The functions of the Garbage Management Committee constituted under sub-rule
(1), shall be to render assistance to the local authority of the area :-

(a) for selection or earmarking the places where public receptacles are to be provided
for temporary deposit of garbage/waste generated from various sources in the
Garbage Management Zone;

(b) for fixation of intervals, within which the contents of receptacles, deposite and
accumulation at all places, designated under rule 5 may be removed/cleared;

(c) for providing safeguards to be taken while depositing the garbage/waste in public
receptacles/dustbins and its removal to dumping grounds for the places fixed for its
bio-conversion, dumping incineration or recycling:

(d) for arranging the awareness, programmes to ensure reduction, reuse and recycling
of garbage/waste, especially the non-biodegradable waste;

(e) for encouraging residents for the area to explore the social and economic/feasibility
or separation of house-hold waste, at the source for its reuse and recycling; and

(f) for devising steps to be taken for the maintenance of ecology and reduction of
environmental pollution in the area.
5. Public Garbage receptacles dustbins.-(1) The local authority, in consultation

with the Garbage Management Committee constituted under rule 4, shall, for temporary
deposit or collection of non-biodegradable garbage/waste generated in the area provide or
place, in proper place and convenient situation, separate receptacles/dustbins other than
those kept and maintained for deposit of bio-degradable garbage.

(2) In hospitals, dispensaries, private clinics, laboratories and slaughter houses,
the persons managing such institutions shall provide and place at convenient places
separate receptacles/dustbins for the collection and deposit of garbage and bio-
medical/clinical waste generated therefrom.

(3)  The local authority and the Management referred to in sub-rule (2) while
providing/placing the receptacles and dustbins under this rule, shall take every possible
precaution to ensure that those are kept beyond the approach/reach of dogs and stray
animals.

6. Colour of and inscription on receptacles/dustbins.- The public receptacles
and dustbins shall be painted in colour and shall carry the inscription as under:-
1. Biodegradable-in black colour with inscription "for degradable waste
only".
2. Non-biodegradable in green colour with inscription "For Non-
biodegradable waste only": or
3. Bio-medical/clinical waste- in yellow colour with inscription "For Bio-

medical/clinical waste only":

7. Safeguards to be taken by owners and occupants for deposit of garbage/waste
generated from their buildings and lands.- The owners and occupants of all lands and
buildings shall collect or cause to be collected the garbage/waste generated from their
respective lands/buildings and deposit it or cause to be deposited in public
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receptacles/dustbins provided under rule 5, for temporary deposit or collection of garbage
by the local authority of the area ensuring that:
(a) the garbage is deposited in a location designated by the local authority;
(b) the garbage is placed in a garbage receptacles/dustbins;
(c) the bio-degradable garbage is deposited in the receptacle/dustbin/dumper
designated for that purpose, and
(d) the non-biodegradable garbage is not mixed either with the biodegradable
garbage or bio-medical/clinical waste and is deposited in the
receptacles/dustbins designated for that purpose.
8. Prohibition to throw non-biodegradable waste -As persons, himself, or
through another shall knowingly or otherwise,-
(a) throw or cause to be thrown any non-biodegradable garbage in a place other
than the garbage receptacle dustbins designated for the purpose under rule

5; and
(b) mix the bio-medical/clinical waste with other non-biodegradable
waste/garbage.
9. litter Control.-The local authority or its officers may, order to clean up any

non-biodegradable litter which has been disposed of contrary to the provision of the Act
and these rules.

10. Disposal of garbage/waste-(1) The garbage/waste generated from various
sources and deposited in the receptacles/dustbins, provided under rules 5, shall be got
collected and removed, by the local authority, either through its employees or through the
private agencies engaged by it for this purpose, to the dumping grounds or suitable disposal
sites.

(2) The non-biodegradable garbage/waste (other than the bio-medical/clinical
waste, whether comprised of biodegradable or non-biodegradable matter) collected from
receptacles/dustbins and carried to dumping grounds or disposal sites under sub-rule (1),
shall be further carried to the recycling centres arranged by the local authority through its
own officers or through private agencies or the rag-pickers/kabaaries.

(3) Subject to the provision contained in any other law, for the time being in
force, and the terms and conditions which may be imposed by a local authority, the persons
responsible for the management of a hospital, dispensary, clinic, laboratory and slaughter
house, shall dispose of the bio-medical/clinical waste (including other garbage generated
there from) by the process of incineration or other non-incineration technology:

Provided that where incineration facilities are not available or economically viable,
the local authority, shall, in the absence of the agreement to the contrary, arrange for the
removal and disposal of the bio-medical/clinical waste by the process of incineration or
other non-incineration technology.

(4) Subject to the sub-rule (3), the bio-degradable waste shall be get disposed of
by the local authority, as it may by deem fit, be the process of bio-conversion, dumping or
incineration or an other scientific method.

(5) Each site for bio-conversion, dumping and processing of the garbage/waste
generated from all sources within the territorial limits of the local authority should be
located at sufficient distance from the residential habitats.

11. Inspections.-(1) For the purpose of implementation of the provision of these
rules, an officer or employee of the local authority or the members of the Garbage
Management Committee constituted under rule 4, may, at any reasonable time do any or all
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the following:-

(a)

enter and inspect any place to determine:-

(i) the extent, if any, to which a garbage may cause, is causing or has
caused any adverse affect;

(ii) the cause of any adverse effect that may occur, is occurring or has
occurred;

(iii) now an adverse effect may, be prevented, eliminated, reduced or
ameliorated and the environment conserved or reclaimed;

enter and inspect any place in which such officer or employee or member, as

the case may be, reasonably believes that the waste can be found;

when such officer, employee or member, as the case may be, reasonably

believes that any garbage/waste may release, is releasing or has released into

the environment or a place open to public view, or that garbage/waste may

cause, is causing or has caused any adverse effect, require the person having

charge, management of control of the garbage/waste to remove the

garbage/waste or cause it to be removed from where it is found and

deposited in a place designated for that purpose under rule 5.

No entry in any private premises under sub-rule (1) shall be made after the

sun-set and before the sun-rise.

Assistance to Officers,-The owner of and every person found in, any place in

respect of which an officer or employee of the local authority or the member of the
Garbage Management Committee constituted under rule 4 is exercising powers and
carrying out duties under the Act and these rules shall:-

NOTIFICATION

The Government of Himachal Pradesh has enacted the Himachal Pradesh
Biodegradable Garbage (Control) Act, 1995 (Act No. 15 of 1995) in order to prevent throwing or
depositing non-biodegradable garbage in public drains, roads and places open to public view “and to
regulate the use of non-biodegradable material” in the State of Himachal Pradesh;

Whereas, the polythene/plastic carry-bags and plastic articles having one time use
such as disposable plastic cups, glasses and plates are being used widely by the shopkeepers,
vendors, rehriwalas/chhabawala and others/ general public within the territory of Himachal
Pradesh;

And, Whereas, the polythene/plastic carry-bags and ancillary products mentioned
above are non-biodegradable, choke drains and sewerage and pollute soil, water and air.
Indiscriminate littering is compounding the problems besides causing health hazards and
constituting an eyesore and impacting on the natural beauty of the hills/public places etc. In
addition, polythene bags are also being used to deliver food stuffs and may cause the toxic effect.

And, whereas, the State Government vide notification No. STE-A (3)-4/2003 dated 4-
6-2004 had imposed a requirement that the stockists, traders, retailers and vendors, within the
entire State of Himachal Pradesh, shall not use carry-bags made of non-biodegradable material listed
in the Schedule to the Himachal Pradesh Non-Biodegradable (Control) Act, 1995, having thickness
less than 70 microns and size than 12”X18”, to prevent the multifarious problems resulting from
non-bio-degradable wastes.

And whereas, it has come to the notice of the Government that the partial ban
imposed vide aforesaid notification has not been effective and has not achieved the expected
results.

Now, therefore, the Governor, Himachal Pradesh, in supersession of notification No.
STE-A(3)-4/2003 dated 4.6.2004 issued under section 7(h) of the Himachal Pradesh Non-
Biodegradable Garbage (Control) Act, 1995 and in exercise of the powers conferred under Sub-
Section (1) of Section 3-A of the Non-Biodegradable Garbage (Control) Act, 1995, hereby directs that
no person including shopkeepers, vendors, wholesalers, retailers, hawkers, rehirwala etc. shall use
plastic carry-bags (irrespective of their sizes and thickness) and plastic items having one time use
such as disposable plastic cups, glasses and plates, which are made up of non-biodegradable
material as listed in the Schedule to the Himachal Pradesh Non-Biodegradable Garbage (Control)
Act, 1995.

Any person causing breach of the aforesaid prohibition shall be liable for the
penalties as per the provisions contained in the Act ibid.

In supersession of notification No. STE-A(3)-4/2003 dated 04-06-2004, issued under
section 11(1) of the Himachal Pradesh Non-Biodegradable Garbage (Control) Act, 1995, the
Governor, Himachal Pradesh, further in exercise of powers conferred by section 7(A) and Section
11(1) of the said Act, is pleased to authorize the following officers for entry and inspection under
Section 7(A) and to compound any offence under the Act or contravention of the ban aforesaid:

Whereas Notification of even number dated 07.07.2009 banning use of plastic carry bags
and plastic items having one time use such as disposable plastic cups, glasses, plates which are made
of non-biodegradable material, has been issued to take effect from 15.8.2009.

And whereas Commercial Organizations, Beopar Mandals etc. in Himachal Pradesh have
represented to extend the time period prior to enforcement of the ban to enable them to dispose
off their existing stocks.

Now, therefore, in consideration of the aforesaid issue, the Governor, Himachal Pradesh, in
partial modification of notification of even number dated 07.07.2009 is pleased to notify that the
ban announced on carry bags and littering of non-biodegradable waste will take effect from 2™
October, 2009 instead of 15t August, 2009. However, the enforcement of ban on disposable cups,
plates and glasses is deferred for the time being.

Whereas use of coloured polythene carry bags made out of re-cycled plastic was
banned in Himachal Pradesh with effect from 1.1.1999 vide Notification No. EDN(S&T)A(3)5/98
dated 26.11.1998 and further the State Government vide Notification No. STE-A(3)-4/2003 dated
4.6.2004 imposed restrictions on use of carry bags made of non-biodegradable material listed in the
schedule to H.P. Non-Biodegradable Garbage (Control) Act, 1995, having thickness less than 70
micrones and size less than 12”x18”.

And whereas above Notification dated 4.6.2004 was superseded by issuance of
Notifications No. STE-F(4)-2/2008 dated 07.07.2009 & 13.08.2009, banning use of plastic carry bags
(irrespective of its size and thickness) and littering of non-biodegradable wastes and also authorizing
officers of different departments for entry and inspection under section-7 (A) and to compound any
offence punishable under the H.P. Non-Biodegradable Garbage (Control) Act, 1995 in contravention
of the ban aforesaid.

And whereas to have a wider impact and to accelerate the progress in controlling
the littering of non-biodegradable waste and use of plastic carry bags in compliance to imposition of
ban, more officers have been authorized for effective implementation of entry and inspection vide
Notification No. STE-F (4)-2/2008-1 dated 20.8.2010, Notification No. STE-F(4)-2/2008-1I dated
04.11.2010 and 22.12.2010

And whereas, the enforcement of ban on disposable cups, plates and glasses was
deferred for the time being vide this department Notification No. STE-F(4)-2/2008 dated 13.8.2009
and now it has been realized that these plastic items are main cause of littering and degrading
pristine Himalayan environment.

Now, therefore, the Governor, Himachal Pradesh in exercise of powers conferred
upon her under sub section (1) of section 3-A of the H.P. Non-biodegradable Garbage (Control) Act,
1995 is pleased to order that no person or institution/commercial establishment including
shopkeepers, vendors, wholesalers, retailers, hawkers, rehriwala etc. shall use and trade in plastic
items such as disposable plastic cups, plates and glasses which are made of non-biodegradable
material as listed in the schedule to the H.P Non-biodegradable Garbage (Control) Act, 1995.

Any person, institution/commercial establishment (educational institutions, offices,
hotels, shops, restaurants, sweetshops, dhabas, temple complexes, industrial establishments,
banquet halls etc.) causing breach of the aforesaid prohibition shall be liable for the penalties as per
the provisions contained in the act ibid.

The Governor, Himachal Pradesh, is further pleased to order that the
officers/officials already authorized vide notifications referred to above for entry and inspection
under Section 7(A) and to compound any offence as per provision of Section Il of the Act ibid. While
compounding the offences committed under the Act ibid the authorized officer shall specify the sum
for compounding as per the following criteria:-

Units with the condition of its sale outside the State of Himachal Pradesh. There will be
complete ban on sale of “Thermocol Cutlery” by them in Himachal Pradesh. Therefore, in
partial modification of this department's notification dated 06th July, 2018 the word
“Manufactures” appearing in the last paragraph of the said notification is now hereby deleted.
This notification will be made effective from the date of publication of this notification in the
Rajpatra (e-Gazette), Himachal Pradesh in the entire State of Himachal Pradesh in the public
interest.

G.S.R. 320(E).—Whereas the Plastic Waste (Management and Handling) Rules, 2011

published vide notification number S.0 249(E), dated 4th February, 2011 by the Government of India
in the erstwhile Ministry of Environment and Forests, as amended from time to time, provided a
regulatory frame work for management of plastic waste generated in the country;

And whereas, to implement these rules more effectively and to give thrust on plastic waste
minimization, source segregation, recycling, involving waste pickers, recyclers and waste processors
in collection of plastic waste fraction either from households or any other source of its generation or
intermediate material recovery facility and adopt polluter's pay principle for the sustainability of the
waste management system, the Central Government reviewed the existing rules;

And whereas, in exercise of the powers conferred by sections 6, 8 and 25 of the
Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986), the draft rules, namely, the Plastic Waste
Management, Rules, 2015 were published by the Government of India in the Ministry of

Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide number G.S.R. 423(E), dated the 25th May, 2015 in the
Gazette of India, inviting objections and suggestions from all persons likely to be affected thereby, before
the expiry of a period of sixty days from the date on which copies of the Gazette containing the said
notification were made available to the public;

And Whereas copies of the said Gazette were made available to the public on the 25th May,

2015;

And Whereas the objections and suggestions received within the said period from the public
in respect of the said draft rules have been duly considered by the Central Government;

NOW, Therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by sections 3, 6 and 25 of the
Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986), and in supersession of the Plastic Waste
(Management and Handling) Rules, 2011, except as respects things done or omitted to be done
before such supersession, the Central Government hereby makes the following rules, namely:-

1. Short title and commencement.- (1) These rules shall be called the Plastic Waste

Management Rules, 2016.

(1) Save as otherwise provided in these rules, they shall come into force on the date of their
publication in the Official Gazette.

2. Application.-(1) These rules shall apply to every waste generator, local body, Gram

Panchayat, manufacturer, Importers and producer.

(2) The rule 4 shall not apply to the export oriented units or units in special economic zones,

notified by the Central Government, manufacturing their products against an order for export:

Provide this exemption shall not apply to units engaged in packaging of gutkha, tobacco and pan

masala and also to any surplus or rejects, left over products and the like.

3. Definitions.- In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires.-

(a) “Act” means the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986);

(b) “brand owner” means a person or company who sells any commodity under a registered
brand label.

(c) “carry bags” mean bags made from plastic material or compostable plastic material, used

for the purpose of carrying or dispensing commodities which have a self carrying feature but
do not include bags that constitute or form an integral part of the packaging in which goods
are sealed prior to use.

(d) "commodity" means tangible item that may be bought or sold and includes all marketable
goods or wares;
(e) “compostable plastics” mean plastic that undergoes degradation by biological processes

during composting to yield CO,, water, inorganic compounds and biomass at a rate
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consistent with other known compostable materials, excluding conventional petro-based
plastics, and does not leave visible, distinguishable or toxic residue;

(f) “consent" means the consent to establish and operate from the concerned State Pollution
Control Board or Pollution Control Committee granted under the Water (Prevention and
Control of Pollution) Act, 1974 (6 of 1974), and the Air (Prevention and Control of Pollution)
Act, 1981 (14 of 1981);

(g) “disintegration” means the physical breakdown of a material into very small fragments;

(h) “extended producer's responsibility ” means the responsibility of a producer for the
environmentally sound management of the product until the end of its life;

(i) “food-stuffs” mean ready to eat food products, fast food, processed or cooked food in
liquid, powder, solid or semi-solid form;

)] “facility” means the premises used for collection, Storage, recycling, processing and disposal
of plastic waste;

(k) “importer” means a person who imports or intends to import and holds an Importer -
Exporter Code number, unless otherwise specifically exempted.

(1 “institutional waste generator” means and includes occupier of the institutional buildings

such as building occupied by Central Government Departments, State Government
Departments, public or private sector companies, hospitals, schools, colleges, universities or
other places of education, organisation, academy, hotels, restaurants, malls and shopping
complexes;

(m) “manufacturer” means and include a person or unit or agency engaged in production of
plastic raw material to be used as raw material by the producer.

(n) “multilayered packaging” means any material used or to be used for packaging and having
at least one layer of plastic as the main ingredients in combination with one or more layers
of materials such aspaper, paper board, polymeric materials, metalised layers or aluminium
foil, either in the form of a laminate or co-extruded structure;

(o) “plastic” means material which contains as an essential ingredient a high polymer such as
polyethylene terephthalate, high density polyethylene, Vinyl, low density polyethylene,
polypropylene, polystyrene resins, multi-materials like acrylonitrile butadiene styrene,
polyphenylene oxide, polycarbonate, Polybutylene terephthalate;

(p) “plastic sheet” means Plastic sheet is the sheet made of plastic;

(a) “plastic waste” means any plastic discardedafter use or after their intended use is over;

(r) “prescribed authority” means the authorities specified in rule 12;

(s) “producer” means persons engaged in manufacture or import of carry bags or multilayered

packaging or plastic sheets or like, and includes industries or individuals using plastic sheets
or like or covers made of plastic sheets or multilayered packaging for packaging or wrapping
the commodity;

(t) "recycling" means the process of transforming segregated plastic waste into a new product
or raw material for producing new products;

(u) "registration” means registration with the State Pollution Control Board or Pollution
Control Committee concerned, as the case may be;

(v) “street vendor” shall have the same meaning as assigned to it in clause (I) of sub-section (1)

of Section 2 of the Street Vendors (Protection of Livelihood and Regulation of Street
Vending) Act, 2014 (7 of 2014);

(w) “local body” means urban local body with different nomenclature such as municipal corporation,
municipality, nagarpalika, nagarnigam, nagarpanchayat, municipal council including notified area
committee (NAC) and not limited to or any other local body constituted under the relevant
statutes such as gram panchayat, where the management of plastic waste is entrusted to such

agency;

(x) “virgin plastic” means plastic material which has not been subjected to use earlier and has
also not been blended with scrap or waste;

(y) “waste generator” means and includes every person or group of persons or institution,

residential and commercial establishments including Indian Railways, Airport, Port and
Harbour and Defense establishments which generate plastic waste;
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(2) “waste management” means the collection, storage, transportation reduction, re-use,
recovery, recycling, composting or disposal of plastic waste in an environmentally safe
manner;

(aa) “waste pickers” mean individuals or agencies, groups of individuals voluntarily engaged or
authorised for picking of recyclable plastic waste.

4, Conditions.- (1) The manufacture, importer stocking, distribution, sale and use of carry bags,

plastic sheets or like, or cover made of plastic sheet and multilayered packaging, shall be subject to

the following conditions, namely:-

a) carry bags and plastic packaging shall either be in natural shade which is without any added
pigments or made using only those pigments and colourants which are in conformity with
Indian Standard : 1S 9833:1981 titled as “List of pigments and colourants for use in plastics in
contact with foodstuffs, pharmaceuticals and drinking water”, as amended from time to

time;
b) Carry bags made of recycled plastic or products made of recycled plastic shall not be used
for storing, carrying, dispensing or packaging ready to eat or drink food stuff';
c) carry bag made of virgin or recycled plastic, shall not be less than fifty microns in thickness;
d) plastic sheet or like, which is not an integral part of multilayered packaging and cover made

of plastic sheet used for packaging, wrapping the commodity shall not be less than fifty
microns in thickness except where the thickness of such plastic sheets impair the
functionality of the product;

e) the manufacturer shall not sell or provide or arrange plastic to be used as raw material to a
producer, not having valid registration from the concerned State Pollution Control Boards or
Pollution Control Committee;

f) sachets using plastic material shall not be used for storing, packing or selling gutkha, tobacco
and pan masala;

g) recycling of plastic waste shall conform to the Indian Standard: IS 14534:1998 titled as
Guidelines for Recycling of Plastics, as amended from time to time;

h) The provision of thickness shall not be applicable to carry bags made up of compostable

plastic. Carry bags made from compostable plastics shall conform to the Indian Standard: IS
17088:2008 titled as Specifications for Compostable Plastics, as amended from time to time.
The manufacturers or seller of compostable plastic carry bags shall obtain a certificate from
the Central Pollution Control Board before marketing or selling; and

i) plastic material, in any form including Vinyl Acetate - Maleic Acid - Vinyl Chloride Copolymer,
shall not be used in any package for packaging gutkha, pan masala and tobacco in all forms.

5. Plastic waste management.- (1) The plastic waste management by the urban local bodies in

their respective jurisdiction shall be as under:-

(a) plastic waste, which can be recycled, shall be channelized to registered plastic waste recycler

and recycling of plastic shall conform to the Indian Standard: IS 14534:1998 titled as
Guidelines for Recycling of Plastics, as amended from time to time.

(b) local bodies shall encourage the use of plastic waste (preferably the plastic waste which
cannot be further recycled) for road construction as per Indian Road Congress guidelines or
energy recovery or waste to oil etc. The standards and pollution control norms specified by
the prescribed authority for these technologies shall be complied with.

(c) Thermo set plastic waste shall be processed and disposed off as per the guidelines issued
from time to time by the Central Pollution Control Board.

(d) The inert from recycling or processing facilities of plastic waste shall be disposed of in
compliance with the Solid Waste Management Rules, 2000 or as amended from time to
time.

6. Responsibility of local body.- (1) Every local body shall be responsible for development and

setting up of infrastructure for segregation, collection, storage, transportation, processing and
disposal of the plastic waste either on its own or by engaging agencies or producers.

(2) The local body shall be responsible for setting up, operationalisation and co-ordination of
the waste management system and for performing the associated functions, namely:-

(a) Ensuring segregation, collection, storage, transportation, processing and disposal of
plastic waste;

(b) ensuring that no damage is caused to the environment during this process;
(c) ensuring channelization of recyclable plastic waste fraction to recyclers;
(d) ensuring processing and disposal on non-recyclable fraction of plastic waste in
accordance with the guidelines issued by the Central Pollution Control Board;
(e) creating awareness among all stakeholders about their responsibilities;
(f) engaging civil societies or groups working with waste pickers; and
(g) ensuring that open burning of plastic waste does not take place.
(3) The local body for setting up of system for plastic waste management shall seek assistance

of producers and such system shall be set up within one year from the date of final publication of
these rules in the Official Gazaette of India.
(4) The local body to frame bye-laws incorporating the provisions of these rules.
7. Responsibility of Gram Panchayat.- (1) Every gram panchayat either on its own or by
engaging an agency shall set up, operationalise and co-ordinate for waste management in the rural
area under their control and for performing the associated functions, namely,-
(a) ensuring segregation, collection, storage, transportation, plastic waste and
channelization of recyclable plastic waste fraction to recyclers having valid
registration; ensuring that no damage is caused to the environment during this

process;

(b) creating awareness among all stakeholders about their responsibilities; and
(c) ensuring that open burning of plastic waste does not take place

8. Responsibility of waste generator.- (1) The waste generator shall.-

(a) take steps to minimize generation of plastic waste and segregate plastic waste at source in
accordance with the Solid Waste Management Rules, 2000 or as amended from time to
time.

(b) not litter the plastic waste and ensure segregated storage of waste at source and handover

segregated waste to urban local body or gram panchayat or agencies appointed by them or

registered waste pickers', registered recyclers or waste collection agencies;
(2) All institutional generators of plastic waste, shall segregate and store the waste generated
by them in accordance with the Municipal Solid Waste (Management and Handling) Rules, 2000
notified vide S.0. 908(E) dated the 25th September, 2000 under the Act or amendment from time to
time and handover
segregated wastes to authorized waste processing or disposal facilities or deposition centers either
on its own or through the authorized waste collection agency.
(3) All waste generators shall pay such user fee or charge as may be specified in the bye-laws of the
local bodies for plastic waste management such as waste collection or operation of the facility thereof,
etc.;
(4) Every person responsible for organising an event in open space, which involves service of
food stuff in plastic or multilayered packaging shall segregate and manage the waste generated
during such events in accordance with the Municipal Solid Waste (Management and Handling) Rules,
2000 notified vide
S.0. 908(E) dated the 25th September, 2000 under the Act or amendment from time to time.
9. Responsibility of producers, Importers and Brand Owners.- (1) The producers, within a
period of six months from the date of publication of these rules, shall work out modalities for waste
collection system based on Extended Producers Responsibility and involving State Urban
Development Departments, either individually or collectively, through their own distribution channel
or through the local body concerned.
(2) Primary responsibility for collection of used multi-layered plastic sachet or pouches or
packaging is of Producers, Importers and Brand Owners who introduce the products in the market.
They need to establish a system for collecting back the plastic waste generated due to their
products. This plan of collection to be submitted to the State Pollution Control Boards while applying
for Consent to Establish or Operate or Renewal. The Brand Owners whose consent has been
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renewed before the notification of these rules shall submit such plan within one year from the date
of notification of these rules and implement with two years thereafter.

(3) manufacture and use of non- recyclable multilayered plastic if any should be phased out in
Two years time.
(4) The producer, within a period of three months from the date of final publication of these

rules in the Official Gazette shall apply to the Pollution Control Board or the Pollution Control
Committee, as the case may be, of the States or the Union Territories administration concerned, for
grant of registration.

(5) No producer shall on and after the expiry of a period of Six Months from the date of final
publication of these rules in the Official Gazette manufacture or use any plastic or multilayered
packaging for packaging of commodities without registration from the concerned State Pollution
Control Board or the Pollution Control Committees.

(6) Every producer shall maintain a record of details of the person engaged in supply of plastic
used as raw material to manufacture carry bags or plastic sheet or like or cover made of plastic sheet
or multilayered packaging.

10. Protocols for compostable plastic materials.-Determination of the degree of degradability
and degree of disintegration of plastic material shall be as per the protocols of the Indian Standards
listed in Schedule-I to these rules.

11. Marking or labelling.-(1) Each plastic carry bag and multilayered packaging shall have

the following information printed in English namely,-

(a) name, registration number of the manufacturer and thickness in case of carry bag;
(b) name and registration number of the manufacturer in case of multilayered packaging;
and
(c) name and certificate number [Rule 4(h)] in case of carry bags made from
compostable plastic
(2) Each recycled carry bag shall bear a label or a mark “recycled” as shown below and shall

conform to the Indian Standard: IS 14534: 1998 titled as “Guidelines for Recycling of Plastics”, as

amended from time to time;

NOTE: PET-Polyethylene terephthalate, HDPE-High density polyethylene, V-Vinyl (PVC), LDPE- Low
density polyethylene, PP-Polypropylene, PS-Polystyrene and Other means all other resins
and multi-materials like ABS (Acrylonitrile butadiene styrene), PPO (Polyphenylene oxide),
PC (Polycarbonate), PBT (Polybutylene terephalate) etc.

Each carry bag made from compostable plastics shall bear a label “compostable” and shall
conform to the Indian Standard : IS or ISO 17088:2008 titled as Specifications for “Compostable
Plastics”.

12. Prescribed authority.- (1) The State Pollution Control Board and Pollution Control

Committee in respect of a Union territory shall be the authority for enforcement of the provisions of

these rules relating to registration, manufacture of plastic products and multilayered packaging,

processing and disposal of plastic wastes.

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(2) The concerned Secretary-in-charge of Urban Development of the State or a Union Territory
shall be the authority for enforcement of the provisions of these rules relating to waste
management by waste generator, use of plastic carry bags, plastic sheets or like, covers made of
plastic sheets and multilayered packaging.

(3) The concerned Gram Panchayat shall be the authority for enforcement of the provisions of
these rules relating to waste management by the waste generator, use of plastic carry bags, plastic
sheets or like, covers made of plastic sheets and multilayered packaging in the rural area of the State
or a Union Territory.

(4) The authorities referred to in sub-rules (1) to (3) shall take the assistance of the District
Magistrate or the Deputy Commissioner within the territorial limits of the jurisdiction of the
concerned district in the enforcement of the provisions of these rules.

13. Registration of producer, recyclers and manufacturer,- (1) No person shall manufacture
carry bags or recycle plastic bags or multilayered packaging unless the person has obtained a
registration from the State Pollution Control Board or the Pollution Control Committee of the Union
Territory concerned, as the case may be, prior to the commencement of production;

(2) Every producer shall, for the purpose of registration or for renewal of registration, make an
application to the State Pollution Control Board or the Pollution Control Committee of the Union
territory concerned, in Form |

(3) Every person recycling or processing waste or proposing to recycle or process plastic waste
shall make an application to the State Pollution Control Board or the Pollution Control Committee,
for grant of registration or renewal of registration for the recycling unit, in Form II.

(4) Every manufacturer engaged in manufacturer of plastic to be used as raw material by the
producer shall make an application to the State Pollution Control Board or the Pollution Control
Committee of the Union territory concerned, for the grant of registration or for the renewal of
registration, in Form Ill.

(5) The State Pollution Control Board or the Pollution Control Committee shall not issue or
renew registration to plastic waste recycling or processing units unless the unit possesses a valid
consent under the Water (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1974 (6 of 1974) and the Air
(Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1981 (14 of 1981) along with a certificate of registration
issued by the District Industries Centre or any other Government agency authorised in this regard.
(6) The State Pollution Control Board or the Pollution Control Committee shall not renew
registration of producer unless the producer possesses and action plan endorsed by the Secretary in
charge of Urban Development of the concerned State or Union Territory for setting of plastic waste
management system.

(7) On receipt of the application complete in all respects for the registration for recycling or
processing of plastic waste under sub-rule (3), the State Pollution Control Board may, after such
inquiry as it considers necessary and on being satisfied that the applicant possesses appropriate
facilities, technical capabilities and equipment to handle plastic waste safely, may grant registration
to the applicant on fulfilment of the conditions as may be laid down in terms of registration.

(8) Every State Pollution Control Board or Pollution Control Committee shall take a decision on
the grant of registration within ninety days of receipt of an application which is complete in all
respects.

(9) The registration granted under this rule shall initially be valid for a period of one year, unless
revoked, suspended or cancelled and shall subsequently be granted for three years.

(10)  State Pollution Control Board or the Pollution Control Committees shall not revoke, suspend
or cancel registration without providing the opportunity of a hearing to the producer or person
engaged in recycling or processing of plastic wastes.

(11)  Every application for renewal of registration shall be made at least one hundred twenty days
before the expiry of the validity of the registration certificate.

14. Responsibility of retailers and street vendors- (1) Retailers or street vendors shall not sell or
provide commodities to consumer in carry bags or plastic sheet or multilayered packaging, which are
not manufactured and labelled or marked, as per prescribed under these rules.

(2) Every retailers or street vendors selling or providing commaodities in, plastic carry bags or
multilayered packaging or plastic sheets or like or covers made of plastic sheets which are not
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17.

manufactured or labelled or marked in accordance with these rules shall be liable to pay such fines
as specified under the bye-laws of the local bodies.

15. Explicit pricing of carry bags.- (1) The shopkeepers and street vendors willing to provide
plastic carry bags for dispensing any commodity shall register with local body. The local body shall,
within a period of six months from the date of final publication of these rules ion the Official Gazette
of India notification of these rules, by notification or an order under their appropriate state statute
or byelaws shall make provisions for such registration on payment of plastic waste management fee
of minimum rupees forty eight thousand @ rupees four thousand per month. The concerned local
body may prescribe higher plastic waste management fee, depending upon the sale capacity. The
registered shop keepers shall display at prominent place that plastic carry bags are given on
payment.

(2) Only the registered shopkeepers or street vendors shall be eligible to provide plastic carry
bags for dispensing the commodities.

(3) The local body shall utilize the amount paid by the customers for the carry bags exclusively
for the sustainability of the waste management system within their jurisdictions.

16. State Level Monitoring Committee.- (1) The State government or the union Territory shall,
for the purpose of effective monitoring of implementation of these rules, constitute a State Level
Advisory Committee consisting of the following persons, namely;-

(a) the Secretary, Department of Urban Development - Chairman
(b) Director from State Department of Environment - Member
(c) Member Secretary from State Pollution Control Board

or Pollution Control Committee - Member
(d) Municipal Commissioner - Member
(e) One expert from Local Body - Member
(f) One expert from Non-Governmental - Member

involved in Waste Management - Member
g) Commissioner, Value Added Tax or his nominee, - Member
(h) Sales Tax Commissioner or Officer - Member
(i) Representative of Plastic Association,

Drug, Manufacturers Association

Chemical Manufacturers Association - Member
(4) One expert from the field of Industry - Member and
(k) One expert from the field of academic institution - Member
(1) Director, Municipal Administration - Convener

The State Level Advisory Body shall meet at least once in Six Month and may invite experts,
if it considers necessary.

Annual reports.- (1) Every person engaged in recycling or processing of plastic waste
shall prepare and submit an annual report in Form-IV to the local body concerned under intimation

to the concerned State Pollution Control Board or Pollution Control Committee by the 30th April, of

every year.
(2) Every local body shall prepare and submit an annual report in Form -V to the concerned
Secretary-

in-charge of the Urban Development Department under intimation to the concerned State Pollution
Control Board or Pollution Control Committee by the 30th June, every year.

(3) Each State Pollution Control Board or Pollution Control Committee shall prepare and submit an
annual report in Form VI to the CPCB on the implementation of these rules by the 31St July, of every

year.
(4) The CPCB shall prepare a consolidated annual report on the use and management of plastic

waste and forward it to the Central Government along with its recommendations before the 31"
August of every year.

G.S.R. 285(E).—In exercise of powers confirmed by sections 6, 8 and 25 of the
Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986), read with sub-rule (4) of rule 5 of the
Environment (Protection) Rules, 1986, the Central Government hereby makes the following
rules to amend the Plastic Waste Management Rules, 2016, published in the Gazette of
India, Extraordinary, vide number G.S.R. 320(E), dated the 18t March, 2016, after having
dispensed with the requirement of notice under clause (a) of sub-rule (3) of rule 5 of the
aforesaid rules in public interest, namely:-

1. (1) These rules may be called Plastic Waste Management (Amendment) Rules, 2018.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.
2. In the Plastic Waste Management Rules, 2016 (hereinafter referred to as the said rules),
in rule 3:-

i. after clause (a), the following clause shall be inserted, namely:-
"(ab) 'alternate use' means use of a material for a purpose other than for which it was
conceived, which is beneficial because it promotes resource efficiency;":

ii. after clause (g), the following clause shall be inserted, namely:-
“(ga) 'energy recovery' means energy recovery from waste that is conversion of waste
material into usable heat, electricity or fuel through a variety of processes including
combustion, gasification, pyrolisation, anaerobic digestion and land fill gas recovery:".
3. In the said rules, in rule 9, in sub-rule (3), for the words "non-recyclable multilayered
plastic if any", the words "multi-layered plastic which is non-recyclable or non-energy
recoverable or with no alternate use" shall be substituted.
4. In the said rules, in rule 13, for the sub-rule (2) the following sub-rule shall be substituted,
namely: -

“(2) Every producer or brand-owner shall, for the purpose of registration or renewal
of registration, make an application, in Form | to,-

(i) the concerned State Pollution Control Board or Pollution Control Committee of the
Union territory, if operating in one or two states or Union territories; or
(ii) the Central Pollution Control Board, if operating in more than two States or Union
Territories".
5. In the said rules, the rule 15 shall be omitted.
